REQUIREMENTS TO BECOME A VOLUNTEER FIREFIGHTER
There are currently three levels of rank to attain Volunteer Firefighter in the Strawberry Volunteer Fire Department (SVFD).

These levels are:


Recruit Firefighter


Trainee Firefighter


Firefighter

To become a Recruit Volunteer Firefighter you must comply with and complete the following:


1. Must be at least 18 years of age.
2. Must have a valid driver’s license and current insurance.
3. Must reside with-in the 5 miles of the Strawberry Fire House.
4. Must complete a SVFD volunteer application.
5. Must be interviewed and pass the interview process.
6. Must be medically cleared by SVFD’s approved physician. (OSHA 29 CFR 1910.156(C))
Usually the entire process of applying to become a Recruit Firefighter takes an average of 2 to 3 weeks.  This estimate mostly relies on the medical clearance process where schedules and peak booking times might push the date out several weeks

To become a Trainee Firefighter you must comply with and compete the following:

Company Officer led orientation training consisting of basic department orientation and equipment familiarization. (Green Book)

To become a Volunteer Firefighter you must comply with and complete a training course that meets the requirements of the Tuolumne County Fire Chief’s Association.  There are several ways to accomplish these required courses. One option may include a commitment of time to attend classes 2 nights a week and some weekends for a period of six months.
